
Now that you knew everything on how to blog and that you have successfully blogged all these day, let’s see how to transfer your blog, once you have successfully sold it off for a high profit.
Be sure that you transfer the blog to the buyer’s host only after receiving the full payment.


Though it is possible to install a fresh wordpress blogging script at the new host and export the current blog posts, upload themes, plugins and install them along with exporting old comments,  it is really a pain.

And thus, transferring the entire contents is the simplest process and this is called “blog transfer”. In this tutorial I will explain you how to transfer a blog in 5 easy steps.

Backup the Wordpress Data Base:

1. Go to phpMyAdmin in the cPanel of your host. This can be found under the databases section.
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2. In the left panel of the phpMyAdmin menu, locate your wordpress databse and click it.
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3. Now, click on the Export tab.
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4. By clicking on the Export horizontal tab from the menu items, the screen similar to the below image will be displayed. Click on “Select All” as showin the image below.
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5. In “Structure”  and “data” carefully tick the options that are shown below. Leave the rest to their default values.
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6. Scroll down, select “Save file as” and click “Go”. By doing so, you are saving the MySql dump file to your system.
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Creating a New Wordpress Database, user and adding user to database:


Look for the icon, “MySQL Databases” in your cPanel. If you are using another control panel, still you can find it similar to this. Click on that.
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After clicking on the “MySQL Databases”, you will find a textbox page where you can add a new database. Here, I have created a database with ‘test1’. 
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After creating the database, in the same page scroll a little down to find an option to add a user to the database. Fill in with the username and password.  Be sure to remember them for a while (
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Here, I have created a user with ‘test1’ as name and  with ‘test1’ as password for that user.
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Now that you are ready with a user to the MySQL, you need to add that user to the database. In the same page, just below the option where you created a new user, you can find an option to add user to the database.

Add the user to the database.
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Now, click on the “username” in the table where you can find the list of databases and user. By clicking that you will be taken to a page where you can find various option to assign to the new user. Select “all privileges” as shown in the figure and then click “Make changes”
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Edit wp-config.php
In the wp files, locate wp-config.php file.
Open it with notepad and fill in the details of database as specified.
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Download all files&folders and upload them
In the cPanel, look for the icon “Backups” and click it. 
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You will be taken to a page as shown in the below image.

Click on “home Directory” in the Partial backups sections
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Sometimes, you may be required to enter your cpanel username and password details. Enter the details. Choose a location for you files, and then the download process starts.
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Uploading the files

In the new cPanel of another server where you hosted your new blog, go to the “backups” section and in the partial backups part, you can find “Restore a Home Directory Backup”. Click on choose file and choose the previously downloaded backup files and click “Upload”
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Importing DataBase
Now, you need to import the previously exported database through the phpMyAdmin. This is the last and simple step to follow in the process of blog transfer.
In the phpMyadmin page click on your wordpress database from the left panel. Now, click on the “import” horizontal tab. In the Import menu, choose the previously exported (saved in your PC) MySQL file dump. 
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Now, the blog is transferred successfully to the new host!
