While Americanization has been of little direct
concern to social theories, one of the hot topics
in contemporary social theory is globalization.
In the forefront on this issue has been Roland
Robertson who has argued that social theorists
should adopt “a specifically global point of
view” and “treat the global condition as such.”
More specific, and telling, is Robertson’s
argument that “there is a general autonomy and
‘logic to the globalization process, which
operates in relative independence of strictly
societal and other conventionally studied

It is the focus on largely autonomous global
processes that distinguishes globalization
theory. Appadurai, for example, has identified
a number of “third cultures” that are at least
partially autonomous, transcend national
boundaries, and exist globally.
