Over twenty years ago, Ruth Finnegan

herself pointed out that British social

anthropology held a negative attitude toward

the study of folklore. She noted that the

reasons for such a rejection were the close

association between cultural evolutionism

and folklore. As the former fell out of grace

as a viable theory, so did the latter. The

structural-functional school that Radcliffe-

Brown and Malinowski built in England to

replace cultural evolutionism was receptive

to verbal art only to the extent of exploring

its relation to current social structures, hardly

finding any value in folklore for its own sake.

Yet already twenty years ago Finnegan

noticed signs of change. The growing

influence of linguistics coupled with the

decline in the intellectual strength of

structural functionalism contributed to a shift

in attitude toward folklore. No less a figure

than Evans-Pritchard took upon himself the

editorship of the Oxford Library of African

Literature, thereby helping to bring the study

of oral literature into the center stage of

African studies and social anthropology (see

Finnegan “Attitudes”). Finnegan’s own book

that appeared in that series, African Oral

Literature (1970), was a milestone on the

road for the rehabilitation of verbal art in

social and cultural studies.

With the current volume on verbal art, the

Cinderella in the anthropological court

marries the prince and becomes a bona fide

member of the royal anthropological family.

After twenty years, not only is it no longer

neglected, it is accorded a leading role by

being among the first publications in this

research and method series. No doubt,

much of the research cited in this volume has

non-British imprints.
