Read the following passage and answer
questions from 46 to 50.

Mixed methods research requires that
individual researchers have expertise in
both areas. Two authors discussed the
concept of team or collaborative mixed
methods research. These authors offer a
definition, rubric and example cases for
conducting collaborative mixed methods
research projects. Collaboration may be
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especially important in a concurrent type
of design in which both strands
(quantitative and qualitative) go forward at
the same time. Without combining
expertise, there is the inclination of
investigators to use either quantitative or
qualitative in isolation rather than in
combining ‘differing methodological
viewpoints’. Several studies have made
the recommendation that the research
team be composed of individuals with high
levels of expertise in quantitative and
qualitative methods, respectively. In this
way, there is a combination of skills from
which to draw upon. Two other authors
suggested that graduate students working
on the research project have training in
both quantitative and qualitative traditions.
Thus, it may be important for all members
of the research team to have some training
in both methods. Without such diverse
skills, the mixed methods project, already
requiring extensive time to complete,
should be slowly implemented.

The sequential designs especially require
extensive time to conduct because the
procedures are sequenced over two or
more phases. One strategy to address this
is to not that both phases as equal in
treatment initial large survey in the first
phase can be followed by a smatter
qualitative phase consisting of three or
four interviews. Another strategy to
address time constraints is to substitute an
open-ended questionnaire to elicit
qualitative responses rather than to
conduct face-to-face or phone interviews.
This was the approach used by an author
in a study of the psychological effects of
mass casualty events on those in the

forensic odontology field.
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Another challenge to using a particular
mixed methods design is that it may not
be the preferred approach of the funding
agency. The authors made a comment in
a footnote on sampling about changing
their entire research design. At the outset,
the authors wanted to pursue an
explanatory design, but they were
compelled to use an exploratory Design
by their funding agency. While reviewing
the research proposal, the funding agency
mandated a qualitative study followed by
a survey.
