In development practice, community
engagement is located within grass-roots
approaches that, since 1970s, have
continued to emphasize the basic needs
approach. The basic needs approach
emerged in response to the failure of the
trickle down effect as propagated by the
classic growth models-emhasis was on
the most salient development needs such
as food, shelter, clothing, essential
services, paid employment and qualitative
needs. Key to the implementation of this
approach was the decentralization and
devolvement of governance and
development structures and processes.
One research scholar observed that in the
market-led economies, there was
tendency to move away from central
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government activities and decision
making to a more decentralized approach.
Such a strategic approach brought in cost
effectiveness and allowed local
communities to decide on what kind of
development they wanted.

In this case, community engagement
would emerge as a key development
practice in deliberative democracy that
allowed development industries to reduce
donor dependency, increase local
participation and ownership of
interventions as well as provide the
relevant political economy in which grass
roots participation took place. Today,
community engagement has emphasized
maximizing community capability and
strength as building blocks of sustainable
development. It has been shaped by
dominant development thinking. The
modernization strategies have perceived
poverty and underdevelopment as
immediate upshots of backard traditional
practices in much of the global south. As
a consequence, community engagement
has been structured within integrated rural
development  programmes  and
incorporates external, donor driven and
co-opted praxes of participation and
consultation. In contrast, participatory
development emphasized on different
voices. Thus, development entails
participatory socio-economic and political
change processes in which citizens and
societies are challenged and empowered
to assume greater control over their lives,
environment and destiny.
